The horizon line
could be dropped a bit to take it off the
centre of the page.

Night of Artists Donation

In alignment with the Edmonton Art Club’s mandate to
foster community outreach and cultural excellence, we
proposed a $2,500 donation to the Night of Artists’ Build A
Wall fundraising campaign.

This contribution serves as a tangible demonstration of
our commitment to supporting the arts, reinforcing the
vital role that public art plays in shaping a cultured and
progressive society.

To ensure full membership engagement in this decision,
we conducted an email campaign, allowing members to
vote on the proposal. Of the 47 emails sent, 31 members
opened the email, and 25 members cast their votes,
achieving the necessary quorum for approval.

With this donation, we have secured naming rights for one
of Night of Artists’ two main gallery spaces for one year and
will receive recognition in their 2026 magazine sponsorship
page, along with exclusive membership and event privileges
that further elevate our club’s profile. As the oldest
continuously operating art organization in Alberta, this
initiative honors our rich legacy while enhancing visibility
and recognition within the broader arts community.

The funds were allocated from our endowment revenue,
ensuring prudent financial management as we shift focus
toward impactful community engagement and outreach.
Given a decline in scholarship applications, this investment
provides a meaningful way to support Edmonton’s vibrant
arts scene.

further discussions may be necessary to assess continued
donation support, ensuring our ongoing alignment with
Night of Artists’ evolving strategies.

Now that the donation has been received, Night of Artists is
moving forward with their initiative, strengthening artistic
opportunities and accessibility within Edmonton.

Seraya will briefly explain some technical details.

Despite sending the campaign to all 47 members, tracking
data revealed that only 31 members opened the email.
The system recorded details such as who opened it, the
date and time of access, and whether they engaged with
the voting mechanism. This provides valuable insight into
member engagement and participation. Additionally, the
system tracks whether recipients clicked on the voting
button, helping us understand overall response rates.

Additionally, NOA (Night of Artist Gallery) has introduced a
new flat-rate fee of $315 per exhibit, which further impacts
our financial planning.

To ensure long-term sustainability and fiscal responsibility
we have developed a revised pricing structure that reflects
these economic changes. Currently members pay a $25
registration fee when participating in our art exhibits.

We propose to increase the fee to $30. This
recommendation will undergo a comprehensive review by
the Executive Committee before final approval.

Once finalized, the updated exhibit fees will be published
on our website during the summer hiatus to maintain
transparency and accessibility for all participants.

Please note that our long-standing no-refund policy
remains in effect, and all fees are non-refundable.
